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Research and Medical Services

The Saint Louis County Department of Health assures county residents access to primary and preventive
health care by operating three community health centers: John C. Murphy, South County, and North Central
(see page 20 for map of locations).

The centers provided primary health care including comprehensive and preventive care via adult medicine;
women’s health including family planning, gynecological care and obstetrics services; pediatrics/adolescent
health; podiatry; sports medicine; ophthalmology; dental health and mental health. In 2004, the clinics
handled 38,942 primary care medical visits and in 2005 that number increased to 41,840.

Diagnostic dental health services provided at the clinics included exams and x-rays; preventive services
including cleanings, fluoride treatments, and dental sealants; and basic dental care including fillings, limited
root canal therapies, and routine extractions. The dental health clinics had 13,648 client visits for 2004 and
14,163 for 2005.

WIC (Women, Infants and Children) received funds in 2004 from the Missouri Department of Health
and Senior Services (MDHSS) to continue the “Client-Centered Approach to Education for Prevention of
Overweight in Children” program. Some 140 WIC clients participated in the program. A telephone menu
for the main WIC appointment line was implemented in 2004 to facilitate customer service.
Breastfeeding funds from MDHSS were increased in 2005, permitting the purchase of additional breast
pumps and breastfeeding education materials. In 2005, WIC staff piloted the new diet assessment form
based on the United States Department of Agriculture Value Enhanced Nutrition Assessment process.

Public Health Nursing provided services at
the individual and family level, as well as
the community level to St. Louis County
residents. There were four grant-funded
programs providing services to special
populations: Bright Beginnings that
targeted services to pregnant and parenting
teens; Maternal, Child Health (MCH)
providing lead screenings, lead poisoning
programs, individual case management and
child safety interventions; Health Care for
the Homeless working in county homeless
shelters; and the Title X grant focused on
family planning and adolescent issues of
self-esteem and sexuality. Public Health
nursing provided 1,481 referrals and made
over 6,500 home visits and 1,334 family planning consultations.
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In 2005, the lead poisoning prevention
expanded into the Lemay community
with a focus on increasing awareness
about lead poisoning prevention and
increasing the percentage of children
receiving annual blood lead testing. The
MCH grant project partnered with 7 fire
departments, and SAFE KIDS St. Louis
to provide 303 car seats to county
residents. The program distributed 742
safety helmets through community
partnerships and DOH events. A Nurse
Family Partnership grant was funded to
provide intensive home visiting to low
income, first time pregnant women.

The fall of 2005 provided a challenge for the nurses as many hours were spent in preparing to staff
the Katrina Evacuee Center at the old Gumbo corrections facility.

The Health Education program provided health promotion and disease prevention information,
education and programming in a variety of community settings for audiences ranging from pre-
school children to senior citizens. The programs and presentations offered addressed current and
emerging health issues, as well as the prevention of communicable and chronic diseases.

Several programs operated as partnerships with a variety of health, education and community
organizations such as The American Heart Association, American Diabetes Association, The Greater
St. Louis Child Fatality Prevention Coalition, Tobacco Free Missouri, St. Louis Safe Kids Coalition,
The St. Louis Immunization Coalition, and St. Lous Regional Asthma Consortium.

School health was promoted through consulting relationships with school nurses and collaboration
with other community groups. Health promotion for teens was provided through partnerships with
County schools, through the Teenage Health Consultant Program and Abstinence By Choice (ABC)
Program. TAHC trained high school teens to facilitate classroom discussions with their peers on
issues that impact their present/future health. ABC had multiple 4th-8th grade program components
to prevent teen pregnancy.

Health Education was awarded a grant from Missouri Department of Health and Senior Services to
develop a Hip Hop for Health Program in one of the county schools with a focus on healthy eating
and physical activity. Health Education was the lead agency on a state contract to conduct CPR and
AED trainings in St. Charles, Jefferson and Franklin Counties, had a contract from the State of
Missouri Dining with Diabetes program, another state project served 300 adults with diabetes. Other
programs included Emergency Preparedness for Seniors (pilot), Healthy Chat in the Northwoods
community, Senior Resource Team in University City, Get Hooked on Health Regional Health Fair,
and a collaboration with the Visiting Nurse Association for the flu shot program.
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Corrections Medicine provided basic health care needs to the residents of the Justice Center, Juvenile
Detention and Lakeside Center. Housed within the Justice Center was a 13 bed medical and 14 bed
psychiatric infirmary providing hospital-like care within the constraints of a jail setting. Chronic disease
clinics were held daily in the clinical area, women’s health care was offered ½ day per week, orthopedic
and dermatologist services were also provided. Mental Health services were provided by social workers,
a psychologist and a contractual psychiatrist. Basic dental services were also provided. During 2004 over
125,600 nurse sick calls and 18,000 physician sick calls were performed. In 2005 the nurse sick calls
totaled 127,100 and the physician sick calls were 18,360.

Corrections Medicine is a clinical training site for students and residents in medical and allied health
graduate studies throughout the region. Students and learners from the following institutions have trained
or toured the Justice Center in the 2005-2006 academic year: Saint Louis University, Washington
University, AT Stills University, Saint Louis College of Pharmacy, Forest Park Hospital Family Medicine
Residency Program, and the University of Missouri–St. Louis.

Research and Medical Services
continued
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The Environmental Health Protection
Division coordinated comprehensive
environmental public health programs
in the areas of Food and Environmental
safety, Vector/Veterinary Services, Air
Pollution, Solid Waste, Healthy Homes
and Lead Poisoning Prevention and
maintained a fully accredited
environmental laboratory.

The Air Pollution Control staff kept
Saint Louis County in compliance with
Federal, State and Local air quality
regulations by informing local
businesses and the public of their
environmental stewardship,  ensuring

regulatory compliance, and inspecting vapor recovery devices on gasoline pumps.

The Air Pollution Control Program issued 275 operating permits in 2005 compared to 233 for 2004. In
2004 and 2005, the St. Louis metropolitan area achieved attainment of the 8-hour ozone standard and the
standard for airborne micro-particulate matter (8 hr PM2.5). The ozone and the PM2.5 standards are
measures of the air quality in the region.

The Food and Environmental branch inspected 25,876 facilities in 2005. These facilities included food
service, temporary event establishments, public swimming pools and spas, on-site sewage disposal, tobacco
and tattoo vendors, childcare and lodging establishments in the County. In 2004 inspections totaled 27,379.

The promotion of safety in public water recreation facilities continued to be a great concern. This concern
was addressed by the passage of legislation enhancing the regulation of pools and spas. The program continued
active enforcement of the Tobacco Ordinance to reduce the accessibility of tobacco products to our youth.

The Dairy Control program in 2005 collected  9,114 dairy samples from more than 3,600 farms and producers
over the eastern third of the State of Missouri and several sites in Illinois.  For 2004, the sample total was
9,334 from 3,875 sites. This testing assured the citizens of St. Louis County that their milk and dairy
products met all federal, state and local health and safety requirements.

Environmental Health Protection
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The Environmental Health Laboratories provided a number of analytical support functions for
the various environmental regulatory programs within the division. The Milk and Water Laboratory
tested 10,479 dairy product samples in 2004 and 10,717 in 2005. In 2005 the laboratory began
analyzing ice cream products under contract with the City of St. Louis. The laboratory provided
808 tests of drinking water from private well owners in 2004 and 786 in 2005. During mosquito
season, the laboratory provided analytical surveillance for West Nile Virus carrying mosquitoes.

The Laboratory supported the Air Pollution Control section by analyzing filters from collection
devices for lead, total suspended solids and micro-particulates. The laboratory verified asbestos
analyses of private laboratories, and analyzed for asbestos in building materials and performed
industrial hygiene testing for asbestos fiber counts, metals, and organic solvents.

The Healthy Homes/Lead Poisoning Prevention program worked to assure children under six
years of age were screened and tested for lead poisoning, educated physicians on the need to
test their patients under six years of age, partnered with public and private schools to encourage
participation in lead screening activities and notified parents concerning the County's lead
screening ordinance targeted for children under three (3) years of age. Staff continued with the
awareness program concerning lead abatement procedures. This led to an increase in the num-
ber of homeowners and landlords educated on proper lead abatement procedures. For 2004,
2,340 children were lead listed and in 2005, 2,250 children were tested.

During 2004 and 2005 the Solid Waste Program played a key role in the planning and developing
of an integrated waste management system designed to manage residential, commercial and
industrial waste in St. Louis County.

The Solid Waste Program focused its efforts on promoting
waste diversion strategies to minimize our dependence on
landfills for the disposal of waste products while assuring that
waste that cannot be diverted was managed in such a way as to
protect the health and welfare of residents of St. Louis County.

In 2004, five area landfills accepted a combined volume of approximately
1,474,000 tons amounting to more than 3.6 billion pounds of solid waste.
In early 2005, one of the five facilities reached its design capacity and is
no longer accepting waste. The disposal figure for the year 2005 was
1,186,000 tons.

The number of animals handled by the Veterinary Services Program
declined by 6% in 2004 and rebounded to the 2003 level in 2005. Most
of the fluctuation was a result of differences in the number of cats
handled. There was a 5% decrease in number of animals that were
reclaimed by owners from 2004 and 2005. Twenty-four percent were
reclaimed in 2004 and 19% were reclaimed in 2005. There were a

record number of bats that tested positive for rabies in 2005. During 2005, 24 bats tested positive for
rabies, which was 6.6% of the bats tested. In 2003, 5.5% of the bats tested positive for rabies and in
2004, 5.2% tested positive.

The emphasis of the Vector Control Program in 2004 and 2005 was again focused on the control of
mosquitoes that spread West Nile Virus. The 15 percent increase in the mosquito responses/actions in
2004 was most directly related to the increased number of mosquito surveillance sites, both for adult
mosquitoes and mosquito larva. Decisions on when and where to apply control materials were based
upon surveillance data.
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The Communicable Disease Control Services Division is responsible for monitoring the incidence and
minimizing the impact of communicable disease in Saint Louis County. Communicable diseases that
may impact public health must be reported to the Department of Health by hospitals, laboratories,
physicians and other healthcare providers as required by Missouri Statute. Department staff then
investigates, documents and acts to control the spread of these illnesses.

Sexually transmitted diseases (STD) continue to represent a significant challenge. In 2005, reported
cases of chlamydia and gonorrhea both increased by 11% from 2004. Much of this increase can be
attributed to the expansion of testing at the Saint Louis County Jail, where routine STD screening
increased by 220% (1,605 specimens in 2004 to 5,131 in 2005). Primary and secondary syphilis cases
increased from 8 in 2004 to 10 (25% increase) in 2005, but the total number of cases continues to be
small.

Tuberculosis control activities focused on assuring that residents with active tuberculosis received a
complete course of effective antibiotic therapy. Case management services were provided for each of
the 25 county residents with tuberculosis in 2005. Although residents who were exposed to
tuberculosis but had not developed active disease were offered preventative therapy, the number of
active cases increased from 18 in 2004 to 25 in 2005. The decline in number of cases observed from
2000 to 2002 is no longer being observed due to the rapid increase in the number of cases among the
foreign born since 2003.

The Emergency Preparedness Team enhanced on the preparedness of Saint Louis County’s public health
system. All emergency plans for the Department of Health were updated in 2005 and sections on pandemic
influenza were added to assure a comprehensive response to such an epidemic.

A fundamental role of the Emergency
Preparedness team is surveillance.
Surveillance is the systematic collection and
subsequent analysis of health related data to
monitor changes in disease and provide a
mechanism to initiate prevention and
control measures.  In 2005, Epidemiology
Specialists contacted all 11 hospitals in
Saint Louis County, three school districts
(40 schools) and three ambulance districts
daily to collect and analyze surveillance
data. Data was analyzed daily to detect
trends and unusual health events in the
community.

To assist in public health emergency planning, a Strategic National
Stockpile exercise was held in June 2005 to assess public health
capability to distribute medications in an emergency. In two hours,
mock medication was distributed to 785 people utilizing two
different dispensing methods.
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Office of the Medical Examiner

The Office of the Medical Examiner investigates sudden, unexpected, suspicious, unnatural or violent
deaths. The Medical Examiner served the community by using the knowledge of forensic science and
medicine to investigate deaths that constitute a concern to the public health and safety.

Accurate determination of cause and manner of death in the deaths of concern to the public are essential for
a variety of reasons including the proper administration of justice, by identifying murders and exonerating
the innocent; recognizing and maintaining evidence for use in criminal and civil proceedings; recognizing
epidemic threats to the public health; recognizing defective materials, structures or products; detecting
dangerous occupational environments; establishing causes of death in cases of therapeutic intervention;
and ensuring that law enforcement officials do not engage in or be unjustly accused of brutality. A complete
medicolegal investigation provides for the expeditious settlement of insurance claims and estates.

The Medical Examiner’s Office is committed to providing forensic education to public agencies, healthcare
facilities, law enforcement, and other forensic professionals. This division is closely aligned with St. Louis
University’s Division of Forensic Pathology, governmental agencies that analyze and disseminate information
critical to public health and safety, and organizations that support and promote advances in forensic sciences.
The Office of the Medical Examiner plays a key role in planning for and responding to natural disasters and
potential terrorism.

Personnel of the Medical Examiner’s Office consist of Assistant Medical Examiners who assist the Chief
and have similar qualifications as the Chief, medicolegal death investigators, autopsy assistants, toxicology
personnel, administrative and support staff.

In 2005 the Medical Examiner investigated 7,250 cases as compared to 7,602 cases for 2004.

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HOW TO PLAN FOR AN EMERGENCY

At home, school, work, and even in our cars, we need to know what to do in an emergency. We need to
know where to go in an emergency. The Missouri Department of Health and Senior Services developed a
program called Ready in 3. It is an easy way to prepare for an emergency.

Ready in 3 includes three steps:

1. Create a plan for you, your family, and your business
2. Prepare a kit for home, car, and work
3. Listen for information about what to do and where to go during an actual emergency

1. Create a plan for you, your family, and your business. No one knows when an emergency will
happen. You may not be at home. Your family may not be together. Some things to keep in mind:

•Develop an emergency plan for the family. Your family might not be together when an
emergency happens. That’s why it is important to have a plan in place. The entire family should know
and understand the plan. In case you and your family are separated during an emergency, consider
contacting the same friend or family member. That person can help connect separated family members.

•Plan for two situations – staying home or having to leave. You should be prepared for two things, to
stay in one place (like your house) or to evacuate. Deciding whether it is best to stay or go depends on
the type of emergency. Officials may make the decision for you.

•Know where to go if you have to leave. Sometimes it may not be safe to stay in your home. Plan
where family members can meet. Know where you will go and how you will get there.

2. Prepare a kit for home, car, and work. If an emergency happens, you might not be able to get food
or water for days or weeks. And, your electricity may not be working. You should have an emergency kit
in your home. Smaller emergency kits should be kept in your car and at your workplace.

•Basic supplies for your kit include:
• Water and canned or dried food
• Battery-powered radio
• Flashlight
• Extra batteries for the radio and flashlight
• Prescription medicine
• First-aid kit
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• Try to have three days worth of food for each person in your plan. Fresh water is also very
important. You should have one gallon of water for each person for at least three days. If
you have the room, you should store additional water supplies for each person.

• Keep your emergency supplies in a waterproof container that can be easily carried in case
you have to leave home. You could use a large bag, plastic container, or a trash can with a
lid.

3. Listen for information about what to do and where to go during an actual emergency. It is
important to stay calm in an emergency. Get as much information about the situation as
possible by listening to the radio or TV for news. But, in some emergencies, the electricity
may go out. Make sure to have a battery-powered radio with extra batteries.

City, county, and state officials have developed emergency plans. During an emergency, it is
important to follow their directions and advice. They will provide you with the latest
information.

Ready in 3 is an emergency-preparedness program for Missouri. The Missouri Department of Health and
Senior Services sponsors the program. Ready in 3 aims to help residents and communities prepare for many
types of emergencies from tornadoes to terrorism. For more information, visit www.dhss.mo.gov.
