EXISTING CONDITIONS

Location

West Overland is strategically located at vital transportation crossroads and near
employment and shopping centers. The study area also lies near the geographic
heart of St. Louis County. A map of the part of St. Louis County where the study
area is situated is depicted in Map 2-1.

The study area has many transportation links within its own boundaries that
connect it to the rest of the County and region at large. Major roads bounding
and traversing the study area include Lindbergh Boulevard, Page Avenue,
Midland Boulevard, Warson Road, and Ashby Road. The study area is no more
than 3.5 road miles from four different interstate highways. These highways and
their approximate distances from the study area are: 1-70, 1.6 miles; 1-170, 2.1
miles; 1-270, 2.3 miles; 1-64, 3.5 miles. The study area is traversed by Page
Avenue, which was recently extended across the Missouri River to provide a
new major link between St. Louis County and St. Charles County. The
community is also only 2.2 miles from Lambert-St. Louis International Airport.

In addition to the many employers located within the actual study area, West
Overland is close to numerous employment centers. The community is less than
one mile, via Lindbergh Boulevard or Warson Road, from the emerging
biotechnology center on Olive Boulevard, which includes major employer,
Monsanto, as well as the Danforth Plant Science Center. Westport Plaza, a major
employment and shopping destination, is 2.3 miles to the west.

North of Lambert-St. Louis International Airport is the Boeing Company and
other employers in the Hazelwood area. Other important sources of jobs can be
found in the Earth City and Riverport areas, which are approximately 5.2 miles
from West Overland. Downtown Clayton lies 3.9 miles from the study area.

The study area is also close to major shopping centers. The closest is Northwest
Plaza, which is .6 miles north of the study area in St. Ann. The St. Louis Galleria
is 4.2 miles to the southeast in Richmond Heights.






Jurisdictions

Since West Overland is entirely located in unincorporated St. Louis County, it
receives most of its local services from St. Louis County government, including
police protection, code enforcement, planning, zoning, and road services.
Additionally, two school districts and two fire protection districts, which are
separate taxing jurisdictions, serve the West Overland community. Several of
these jurisdictions are shown in Map 2-2.

County Council District
The West Overland study area is located entirely within the 2nd County Council
District.

Police Services

St. Louis County provides police protection for the study area, which lies
completely within the St. Louis County 2nd Police Precinct. The Central County
Precinct Station at 1333 Ashby Road is located immediately south of the study
area.

Fire Protection

The West Overland EMS and Fire Protection District provides services for almost
all of the study area. This district extends beyond the limits of the study area to
both the north and south. The West Overland District’s fire station is located at
10789 Midland Boulevard. The Creve Coeur Fire Protection District serves a

small number of non-residential study area properties that are located south of
the Central Midland Railroad.

Schools

Students within the study area attend schools in the Pattonville or Ritenour
School districts. The district boundary is a north-south boundary that lies to the
west of Ashby Road. The vast majority of the study area is west of this boundary
and is in the Pattonville School District. The area to the east of this boundary is
served by the Ritenour School District. The study area contains one elementary
school. Briar Crest Elementary at 2900 Adie Road in the Pattonville School
District maintains a student body of 235 students in kindergarten through 5t
grade.






Demographics:
Population and Housing Data from the Census

Population Characteristics

Population, Age and Household Size

The West Overland community, with 4,288 residents at the last Census, is home
to a working-age population with smaller proportions of children and elderly
persons than St. Louis County as a whole. Two of three residents were in the 20
to 64-age group. With 45 percent of persons in the 20 to 45-age group, West
Overland’s percentage of persons in that younger working age group exceeded
the County average by 10 percentage points. The area’s median age was 36.1
years, while the countywide median was 37.5 years.
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West Overland also differs markedly from the County in its average household
size. The area’s 2.06 persons per household figure is significantly below the
County’s average of 2.47 persons per household. The smaller household size is
not surprising given the large proportion of multi-family housing units
(discussed below).
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Housing Values

Housing in the West Overland community is affordable compared with the
average for St. Louis County. According to the 2000 Census, the median value of
owner-occupied homes in the area was $73,000, which was only 64 percent of the
countywide median value of $116, 600. Similarly, the median contract rent in the
area falls below the County average, but not as far below. The Census 2000
figure of $475 per month was 79 percent of the County average of $601.

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Existing Land Use

The West Overland study area encompasses 1.76 square miles. As indicated in
the table below, existing land uses consist of single family detached residences,
duplexes, mobile homes, multiple family residences, commercial buildings,
industrial development, institutional uses, park and recreation uses, common

ground, vacant land, and right-of-way.

One of the initial tasks completed during the planning process involved the
identification of existing land uses within the study area (not including right-of-
way). Six different categories were used in the land use inventory: residential,
commercial, industrial, institutional, park and vacant. When graphically
displayed, existing land uses are used to identify and evaluate historical growth
patterns, general locations of services, potential land use conflicts, and potential
areas for development and redevelopment. Existing land uses are depicted in

Map 2-3.

The chart shows that approximately
50 percent of the West Overland study
area is developed with residences, 21
percent is industrial, 10 percent is
commercial, 7 percent is vacant, 6
percent is institutional and 6 percent is
park.
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Residential Areas

A large percentage of the study area is devoted to residential uses. There is a
broad mix of residential uses in the study area, including single family detached
homes, duplexes, mobile homes and multiple family housing. The predominate
housing type within the study area is single family detached homes. The
majority of the area north of Midland Boulevard consists of single family homes.
Single family homes are also prevalent in the area between Midland Boulevard
and Page Avenue, east of Ruckert Avenue. Multiple family housing, including
one mobile home park, is primarily located along Midland Boulevard and
Warson Road. Duplexes are scattered throughout the residential portions of the
study area. There a few instances where there are two detached single family
homes on the same lot.

Commercial Areas

Commercial uses in the study area are mostly concentrated along major roads:
Page Avenue, Midland Boulevard and Lindbergh Boulevard. There are also
commercial nodes around the Warson/Lackland roads and Lackland/Ashby
roads intersections. Commercial uses include offices and retail uses as well as
several automobile sales and service uses.

Industrial Areas

Industrial uses are primarily concentrated in the area south of Page Avenue,
mainly consisting of office/warehouse uses. Additional industrial uses in the
study area include self-storage and trucking uses along Lindbergh Boulevard.
Other industrial type uses can be found in the area west of Link Road and south
of Midland Boulevard and in the area south of Warson Road and west of Ruckert
Avenue.

Institutional Areas

There are several institutional uses scattered throughout the study area. These
uses include community facilities, schools and churches. Existing community
facilities include the West Overland Fire Protection District fire station, VFW
Hall, Masonic Hall, Salvation Army, and two day care centers. Two schools and
ten churches are also located in the study area.

Park and Recreation Areas

James McDonnell County Park is located in the northwest corner of the study
area at 2961 Adie Road. This 131-acre park includes trails, a fitness trail designed
to be accessible to people of all abilities, an amphitheater, picnic sites and
shelters, and playground equipment. Approximately one-half of the parkland is



located in the City of St. Ann, which borders the community on the north and
east.

Vacant and Agriculture Areas

There are approximately 67 acres of vacant land in the study area that are
potentially available for development. These properties represent development
opportunities for residential, commercial, industrial and institutional uses.
However, in many cases, this land is not easily developable due to topographic
conditions and/or access limitations. Vacant parcels are scattered throughout
the community at various locations.

Zoning History and Development Patterns

At the time of the adoption of the St. Louis County Zoning Ordinance in 1965,
substantial portions of the study area were already developed with single family
residential uses. The R-2 15,000 square foot Residence District, the R-3 10,000
square foot Residence District, and the R-4 7,500 square foot Residence District
were assigned to areas previously platted and/or developed with those
respective densities. R-6 2,000 square foot Residence District and R-6A 4,000
square foot Residence District zoning were assigned to properties located along
major roadways in the community to accommodate future multiple family type
development. Map 2-4 depicts the zoning districts within the study area.

In 1965, commercial development was already established on both sides of Page
Avenue and in the area south of Page Avenue; on the east side of Lindbergh
Boulevard; and on the west side of Ruckert Avenue. Small commercial nodes,
occupied by neighborhood uses, were in existence at the intersection of North
Warson Road and Lacklink Road and at the intersection of Lackland Road and
Ashby Road. Zoning categories assigned in 1965 reflected the commercial or
industrial character of those areas.

Over the years, development patterns in the study area have remained constant,
with infill development occurring both in the established residential and
commercial areas. Until recently, there has not been any deviation from the
zoning patterns established prior to 1965.

Typically, zoning cases involving commercial development within the West
Overland area have pertained to properties located in well-established
commercial areas. Most of these requests have been for the reuse of existing
buildings, but others involved the demolition of structures and new construction






The key age of housing characteristics include:

e Over 62 percent of the area’s single family units were built prior to 1960.
When a portion of the units built during the 1960s are factored in, over
two-thirds of the single family units are well over 40 years old.

e Nearly one-quarter (22 percent) of the single family units were
constructed prior to 1940. Thus, a sizable portion of the housing stock is
over 60 years old

e Of the single family units built since 1960, nearly three-fifths (58 percent)
were constructed in the decade of the 1960s.

e Older single family homes are concentrated in four sections of the
community. These areas include:

o In the northwest part of the area: the Briar Crest/Midlink subdivisions
located north of Midland Boulevard and northwest of Link Road.

o In the northeast part of the area: the Cold Springs/Tower View
subdivisions situated north of Midland Boulevard and west of Ashby
Road.

o In the east central part of the area: the Ashby Heights/Romaine
subdivisions located south of Midland Boulevard and west of Ashby
Road.

o In the southern part of the area, north of Page Avenue: the Lackland
Park/Mount Pleasant Heights subdivisions located west of Warson
Road and the West Forest View/McClary subdivisions located west of
Warson Road.

Even in the older areas of the community that were platted and saw homes built
prior to 1940, single family homes were sporadically added in succeeding
decades. Infill single family dwellings continue to be built in the community,
including sixteen homes built between 2000 and 2006. These new dwellings are
scattered on lots throughout various subdivisions in the study area.

Most multiple family unit complexes were built in the 1960s and 1970s with a
smaller amount constructed in the 1980s. One such development is Midland
Manor, located at the southwest corner of Midland Boulevard and Prouhet
Avenue. This site was zoned for multiple family development in 1984, however,
a preliminary subdivision plat was approved in 2001 and the subdivision record
plat with escrow agreement was approved in 2005. The developer constructed
15 of the 25 villa style condominium units. It is anticipated that the project will
be completed as the market improves. In the meantime, St. Louis County will
hold the escrow money for the remaining improvements.



Housing Conditions

Single Family Properties

Homes in the West Overland area are in Single Family
generally good condition, based on an Housing Conditions
exterior condition survey conducted by _

the St. Louis County Department of Minor malol o o
Planning in the fall of 2006. Nearly 90 s 1% 0%

percent were judged to be in good
condition. Ten percent showed evidence
of deficiencies needing minor repairs
such as peeling paint, hanging gutters,
damaged or missing shutters, and
cracked driveways. The condition of

West Overland’s housing stock is
depicted in Map 2-7. Source: St. Louis County Department of Planning

Ten homes (1 percent of the total) were rated as needing major repairs, the most
frequent of which was roofing. Some also had badly deteriorated window
frames as well as deteriorated siding and other deficiencies. Out of 1,105 homes
surveyed, only three appeared to be in poor condition, which means that they
were judged to have such severe deficiencies as to be beyond being brought into
standard condition without excessive rebuilding costs. Two of these had had
fires and were unsecured.

The homes that were poor or needed major repairs were nearly all built before
1950 and were located mainly in the northeast portion of the study area and in
the neighborhoods south of Lackland Road and Warson Road rather than in the
subdivisions closer to Midland Boulevard, where most of the housing dates from
the 1950s and 1960s. However, the central section of the study area, generally
between Midland Boulevard on the north and Warson Road on the south, had
homes needing minor repairs scattered throughout, as did the northeastern area
and the southern area as well.

Because St. Louis County has had a pro-active code enforcement program
(Neighborhood Preservation) since 2000, many exterior maintenance violations
have been corrected even in older neighborhoods of moderately priced homes
such as those found in much of the study area. In some cases, the relatively good
condition of the exteriors of homes may mask deficient housing maintenance on
the interior. For that reason, the initiation of a permit requirement upon change
of occupancy for single family residences, in addition to the existing permit
requirement for multiple family residences, took effect on July 1, 2007. This
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requirement will contribute to gradually improving housing conditions
throughout unincorporated St. Louis County, including the West Overland
community. However, since no interior inspection is required until a change of
occupancy occurs, many homes will not be inspected for a number of years.

Multiple Family Properties
A substantial majority of multiple family Multiple Family

None of the apartment complexes was rated as needing major repairs or as being
in poor condition. However, the Mid-Lin mobile home park was rated as
needing major repairs because many trailers had multiple lesser deficiencies such
as peeling paint, deteriorated awnings, gutters, stairs and handrails, discolored
metal, and missing sections of the skirting. In addition, some of the vacant pads
had broken concrete. This mobile home park, located on the northeast corner of
Midland Boulevard and Treston Avenue, was the subject of a zoning petition in
2007. As a result of this property being rezoned to C-2 Neighborhood
Commercial, many of the mobile homes have now vacated the property.

Although the multiple family properties in the study area are somewhat newer
than the average for single family homes, many were built in the 1960s and 1970s
and thus are more than twenty-five years old, an age at which they may require
substantial investment to remain competitive in the rental housing market.
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Non-Residential Property

While 50 percent of the study area is developed with residences, the other half
can be categorized as non-residential property, which includes parcels
containing commercial, industrial, institutional, and park uses as well as
undeveloped lots.

Nearly one-third (31 percent) of the land is developed with commercial (10
percent) or industrial/utility (21 percent) uses. It is often difficult to distinguish
between commercial and industrial uses in areas such as West Overland because
a large share of the uses is a blend of the two categories. For example,
office/warehouses are industrial uses that often have a noticeable office
component, while vehicle, vehicle accessory, and equipment sales and services
are commercial uses that often have a substantial amount of affiliated outdoor
storage.

Commercial and industrial uses are located primarily along Lindbergh
Boulevard with an extension along a short portion of the south side of Midland
Boulevard, east of Lindbergh Boulevard; at the intersection of Warson and
Lackland roads and extending eastward along Lackland Road; in the area
bounded by Ruckert Avenue on the east, Warson Road on the north, and Kratky
Road/Lindbergh Boulevard on the south and west; along the Page Avenue
corridor; and in the large industrial /commercial area south of Page Avenue.

Non-Residential Property Survey

A field survey of non-residential properties was conducted by the St. Louis
County Department of Planning in the first quarter of 2007. The survey
consisted of two parts: a condition survey and a quality rating. The properties
reviewed included parcels containing commercial, industrial/utility, and
institutional uses, and undeveloped property in non-residentially zoned districts.
Vacant residentially zoned property is mnot included. The large
industrial/commercial area south of the Page Avenue corridor was reviewed as
a single entity and not on an individual parcel basis.

Condition Survey

Non-residential property exteriors were evaluated based on the property
maintenance criteria used by St. Louis County’s Office of Neighborhood
Preservation. Each building was given a rating of “good,” “minor rehab,”
“major rehab,” or “very poor,” based on its overall condition and need for
rehabilitation.






Avenue, and parcels on Link Avenue, just north of Warson Road. In other areas
of the community topography has not inhibited development. However, in older
subdivisions residential streets have been built on grade with no curbs, gutters,
and sidewalks. Usually, storm sewers are absent in these areas. Thus, storm
water generally follows natural drainage patterns, flowing down the surface of
streets into creeks and other low-lying areas.

Transportation, Infrastructure, and Public Facilities

This section contains a description of the public transportation network: roads,
mass transit, and affiliated infrastructure elements such as curbs, gutters,
sidewalks, and street lights. Public utilities, including sanitary sewers, storm
water sewers, and water, gas, and electric services are also reviewed. Public
facilities, including parks, schools, and fire stations are also described.

Transportation

Roadways

Located along the western boundary of the study area, Lindbergh Boulevard
provides a significant means of north-south access from the West Overland
community to the surrounding metropolitan area. Two other significant north-

south roadway corridors that provide vehicular access through the community
are Ashby Road and Warson Road/Link Avenue.

The principal means of east-west roadway access to areas outside of the
community are Page Avenue and Midland Boulevard. Page Avenue is
particularly significant since it is a continuous thoroughfare from the City of St.
Louis, through St. Louis County, and into St. Charles County. These roadways
also provide important east-west vehicular routes within the community.

Roadway Classification

The St. Louis County Department of Highways and Traffic classifies roads
according to their functional characteristics. The classifications and local roads
are defined below and depicted in Map 2-11.






State

State roads function as inter-regional routes that traverse county and city
boundaries. In urbanized areas they usually function as major thoroughfares.
The two state roads in the study area are Lindbergh Boulevard (U.S. Route 67)
and Page Avenue (State Route D). Lindbergh Boulevard had a 2005 Average
Annual Daily Traffic (AADT) count of 34,903 vehicles at Midland Boulevard.
Page Avenue had a 2005 AADT count of 31,508 vehicles at Woodson Road,
which is outside of the study area.

Arterial

The primary functions of an arterial road are to accommodate regional and local
through traffic, to connect communities and to provide access from regional
roads to local roads. The only arterial roads in the study area are Ashby Road
and Midland Boulevard. The 2002 Average Weekday Traffic count for Ashby
Road within the study area ranged from 12,100 north of Page Avenue to 15,510
south of Midland Boulevard. The 2003 Average Weekday Traffic count for
Midland Boulevard within the study area ranged from 17,100 west of Ashby
Road to 24,000 east of Lindbergh Boulevard.

Collector
A collector road accommodates local traffic and provides access to residential
streets. The collector roads in the study area are Adie Road, Lackland Road,
Link Avenue and Warson Road. The Average Weekday Traffic counts for
collector streets were as follows:
e Adie Road —east of Lindbergh Boulevard, 1,120 (2003).
e Lackland Road —west of Ashby Road, 5,960; east of Warson Road, 6,130
(2003).
e Link Avenue—south of Midland Boulevard, 5,240, north of Midland
Boulevard, 5,340 (2002).
e Warson Road —north of Lackland Road, 4,040; north of Page Avenue,
5,920; south of Page Avenue, 8,310 (2003).

Residential

A residential road provides access to adjacent, primarily residential, properties.
All other public roads not previously mentioned, fall into this category. It
should be noted that large apartment complexes have interior streets that often
resemble residential streets. These streets are usually privately maintained by
the property owner.

Roadway Maintenance

The Missouri Department of Transportation (MoDOT) and the St. Louis County
Department of Highways and Traffic are the two agencies responsible for the
maintenance of roadways in the study area. Most of the roadways in the study



area are maintained by St. Louis County, with the exception of Lindbergh
Boulevard and Page Avenue, which are maintained by the State of Missouri.

The St. Louis County Department of Highways and Traffic maintains a database
of pavement conditions throughout the County. The Department of Highways
and Traffic inspects arterial roads once a year and all other roads every two
years. Using a pavement surface condition rating system, roads are rated on a
scale of 1 to 10, depending on the condition of the surface material. If a road is
rated a “107, it is considered to be in excellent condition; if it received a rating of
“1” it is classified as a failed roadway. The following table describes in more
detail the rating system used by St. Louis County, and pavement condition
ratings for the West Overland study area are shown in Map 2-12.

After the roads have been assigned a surface rating, they are entered into the
pavement management database that displays the lowest rated roads. The next
step for the Department of Highways and Traffic is to select the roads that need
maintenance and determine the type of necessary treatment.



Kratky Road; 3) the portion of the community south and east of Warson Road,
east of Ruckert Avenue, and north of Page Avenue. This area has the largest
number of parcels where no sanitary service is available. Here, a significant
number of properties on both sides of Warson Road, and along Booth and Oak
avenues do not have access to sanitary sewer lines. These areas are depicted in
Map 2-14.

There are two residential areas, both north of Midland Boulevard, with the
greatest concentrations of properties that have access, but are not connected, to
sanitary sewers. These properties are located in the Midlink Subdivision, in the
northwest part of the community, northwest of Link Road, and the Cold Springs
and Tower View subdivisions in the northeast part of the study area.

The lack of sanitary service in portions of the community is significant. The
unavailability of this key infrastructure element has impeded development in the
past and could act as a major constraint to future revitalization efforts.

Storm Water Sewers

The Metropolitan Sewer District also provides storm water service to the study
area. Map 2-15 depicts where storm water as well as sanitary sewers lines are
located in the community. Sizeable portions of the study area also lack storm
water sewers. Since numerous subdivisions in the community were platted and
homes were built prior to modern storm water collection requirements there is a
noticeable lack of curbs, gutters, and storm sewers to collect surface run-off.

Not surprisingly, the areas that lack storm sewers are generally the same as those
without access to sanitary sewer services. Prominent locations include the
parcels along Lindbergh Boulevard, north of Adie Road, and older residential
areas also north of Midland Boulevard: the Briar Crest and Midlink subdivisions
in the northwest part of the community, and the Cold Springs and Tower View
subdivisions in the northeast part of the study area.

South of Midland Boulevard, the largest areas not served by storm water sewers
are the properties bounded by Warson Road, Ruckert Avenue and Page Avenue.
Properties along the northeast side of Warson Road also lack storm water sewers.
The western part of the West Forest View, located south of Lackland Road and
east of Warson Road is also not served by storm sewers.

While the consequences of a lack of storm sewers are not as critical as the absence
of sanitary sewers, this deficiency contributes to an area not being desirable for
development or other community upgrades. Soil erosion, flash flooding, and









ponded water, which provide a breeding ground for mosquitoes and present
roadway hazards, are some of the undesirable results of the lack of storm sewers.

Water, Gas and Electric Service

Water, gas, and electric services are provided by private utility companies that
serve nearly the entire County as well as a large service area extending beyond
the metropolitan region. Water service to the West Overland area is provided by
Missouri-American Water Company. Natural gas service is provided by Laclede
Gas Company. AmerenUE provides electricity to the West Overland area.
Requests for information from these providers were denied due to security
reasons. Generally, these services meet the current needs of the local population.

Public Facilities

Parks

Overview

The West Overland community is served by St. Louis County’s 133.21 acre James
S. McDonnell Memorial Park. The park is situated in the northwest part of the
West Overland area. Approximately one-half of the park is located in the City of
St. Ann. Facilities are accessed from Adie Road in the study area.

Existing Facilities

The park offers two shelters with 120 person capacity each, two restrooms, one
sand volleyball court, two playground, 1.6 miles of paved trails with par course
(15 event exercise stations), and a natural grass amphitheatre

Recent Improvements

A new playground replaced the old facility at the McDonnell Shelter site in 2007. The
new playground is age appropriate for children 5-12 years old with a pour-in-
place rubberized surface that is in conformance with Americans with Disabilities
Act (ADA) standards.
